the liver and kidneys. 
The intense treatment 
for Reese pulled him 
through and one week 
later, Reese was able 
to go back to his fos-
ter home.  After an-
other week of recu-
peration and pamper-
ing by his foster fam-
ily he is back to his 
fun-loving self.

He is still waiting for 
his forever home to 
come along, and we 
are now left with a 
huge vet bill to pay 
off. The cost of 
Reese's veterinary 
care was approxi-
mately $3,000. We 
are so thankful that 
Reese is completely 
cured and that he 
was in a rescue 
situation so he could 
get the treatment he 

Can you please help 
with our sweet puppy 
Reese? Reese came 
down with a life-
threatening kidney 
infection. One day he 
was running and play-
ing with his foster sis-
ter, and the next day 
he was at the emer-
gency animal clinic for 
a week of intensive 
treatment.

It was extreme touch 
and go for a few days, 
with no clear indica-
tion of what was 
causing him to go into 
kidney failure. Fortu-
nately, our wonderful 
vet was able to diag-
nose Reese with a se-
rious but treatable 
condition called lepto-
spirosis.  This is a po-
tentially fatal bacterial 
disease that damages 

desperately needed. 
But, it put a huge 
dent in our savings 
and leaves less to 
help the next dogs in 
need.
